	Time to Plant Tomatoes
This might be in May, depending on where you live.  Then, water the tomatoes before you pull them out of their pots. To grow your own tomatoes, you must first buy tomato plants when the weather is warm.

The root system should be only 10 cm below the surface. Next, dig a shallow but wide hole in the ground. Then, put the tomato plants in the dirt at a slant.  

Next, after the plants begin to produce fruit, sprinkle some fertilizer in a circle around each stem and water the plants well. Finally, surround the plants with wire cages to give the stems support as they start to grow taller.  Before you know it, you will be eating juicy, red tomatoes from your own healthy plants.  Next, in about a month, put at least 3 inches of mulch around each plant.
