Blue Band Conductor: Mr. Kevin Willms
Kevin Willms is a native Calgarian.  He received his Bachelor of Music and Teacher Certi�cation 
from the University of Calgary. Mr. Willms has been teaching instrumental and choral music for 
the Calgary Board of Education for the last twenty four years. He joined the sta� of William 
Aberhart High School in September, 2008.  Prior to that, he taught at Ernest Manning High 
School for �fteen years.  His bands and choirs consistently perform at “Superior” levels and have 
received much recognition for their outstanding performances at local and international music 
festivals.

Mr. Willms has been a director for the Westwinds Music Society for the past seventeen years.  
Originally responsible for starting the choral program, he is currently the director of the 
“Wednesday Gold Jazz Band”. He is enjoying his fourteenth year as Artistic Director of 
Westwinds.

In addition to his duties at William Aberhart and with Westwinds, Mr. Willms is active as a 
clinician, guest conductor and adjudicator.  He is the jazz coordinator for the Alberta 
International Band Festival (Calgary) and President of the Calgary Association for the 
Development of Music Education (CADME).  Mr. Willms has received several nominations for the 
Pan Canadian Students’ Choice Awards as well as the “Alberta Excellence in Teaching Awards”. 
On February 25, 2003, Premier Ralph Klein presented Mr. Willms with the Tommy Banks Award, 
recognizing his long-term contribution to music education in Alberta. He was named “Educator 
of the Year” by the Calgary Educational Partnership Foundation (2006) and received the Elkhorn 
Award as “Band Director of the Year” (2006) from the Alberta Band Association. Mr. Willms is 
proud of the many former students who have gone on to successful careers as musicians and 
music educators.  He is equally proud that large numbers of students have developed a love of 
music and continue to participate in community bands and choirs long after graduation from 
high school.

Green Band Conductor:  April LaBine
Ms. April LaBine graduated with distinction with a Bachelors of Music in Secondary Education 
and a degree from the Masters of teaching program from the University of Calgary. She was 
accredited as one of the Universities top ten graduates and won various scholarships including 
the Music Department’s top academic and spirit awards. In the summer of 2006, April traveled to 
Europe to continue her flute studies in Italy. While in Europe she also attended the WASBE 
conducting conference in Interlaken, Switzerland, and spent over a month at the Barbara 
Krakauer School of Music (Academie Musicale Internationale) in Vaison la Romaine, France, 
where she studied with many professors from around the globe including private lessons from 
Marie Martinie-Myron of the Paris Conservatoire.
 
Currently, Ms. LaBine is a high-energy music teacher at Ecole Madeleine d’Houet Junior High 
school. She runs three concert bands, a wind ensemble, three jazz bands,  choir, Glee club and 
has developed a strong music community within the school. Ms. LaBine continues her twelve 
years of private flute instruction for many young students in the Calgary area, is the Assistant 
Woodwind instructor for the Calgary Stetson Show Band and directs the Calgary Stampede 
Showband Flute Choir. April enjoys sharing her musical talent by performing in Calgary’s own 
‘Alberta Winds’ wind ensemble.  She is extremely passionate about music education and 
developing the love and excitement of music in young musicians. 

White Band Conductor: Ms. Lisa Martens
Lisa Martens completed her Bachelor of Music degree in 2006 and her Bachelor of Education 
degree in 2008, both at the University of Calgary.  Ms. Marten began her love for a wide variety 
of music genres at an early age, studying the French horn at age 12, the guitar at age 13, and the 
bass guitar at age 14.  

Ms. Martens has been the music director including instrumental band and guitar programs at 
Georges P. Vanier School in Calgary for the past three years.  In addition, she has worked with 
many students as a French horn clinician in the Calgary area. Ms. Marten enjoys working with 
young students and is looking forward to making her debut as the White Band Conductor at the 
Calgary Regional Summer Band Workshop this year.

Conductors
Red Band Conductor: Colin Clarke
A recipient of the prestigious Cli�ord Evans Award for Conducting, Colin Clarke has led 
performances all across Canada, the United States and Eastern Europe.  His credits include 
collaboration with groups such as the United States Air Force Band of Liberty in Boston, 
Massachusetts, the New Symphony Orchestra of So�a, Bulgaria, the Toronto Mendelssohn Choir, 
Ballet Jörgen, trumpet virtuoso Allen Vizzutti and the Canadian Brass.  Colin also holds the 
distinction of being one of the youngest conductors to lead the renowned National Youth Band of 
Canada.

A project Colin began as a high school student now is in its 20th season, his multi-award winning 
Toronto Youth Wind Orchestra has earned a reputation nationwide as one of the leading 
performance ensembles of its kind in Canada.  The ensemble assembles the most talented young 
musicians in and around Toronto and specializes in music from the traditional through to the 
newest works for wind band.  Under Colin’s baton, the Wind Orchestra made its Carnegie Hall 
debut in 2006, and will return to Carnegie Hall in May, 2011.  Though he is best known for his work 
with the Wind Orchestra, Colin’s popularity as a conductor, clinician, adjudicator and composer 
has captured the attention of instrumental and choral ensembles, schools and music festivals all 
across Canada and the U.S. With a passion for music education and outreach, Colin maintains a 
commitment to working with young people and the community.  Recently married, he resides in 
Oakville, Ontario with his new wife Laura.
